
4. Japanese Placement Test 

 

(1)  Those who are taking Japanese language courses at Okayama University for the first 

time and those who have experience studying Japanese language should be sure to 

take the Japanese placement test before registering for Term 1 and Term 3.  

    * Those who have never studied Japanese language before are not required to take it.  

 

(2)  The Japanese placement test can be taken online from Japan or overseas. Students 

taking the placement test should click on their TYPE（2,3,5,or 6）on the website
